By signing up to this program, applicants understand that this training is offered to a limited number of participants only and is provided to them for free. However, this entails significant direct and indirect costs borne by the organisers, including expenses linked to accommodation, food, and speaker fees. 


Should they be selected, participants commit to send their traveling tickets at least 2 weeks in advance, as a form of small financial commitment. Participants also engage in attending the training in its entirety. Only a seminar attended from beginning to end will result in the participant receiving a certificate. 

The participants are allowed to apply and to attend to this teacher training in respect on one of this two criteria:
(A) A proof of valid vaccination (vaccination passport)
(B) A PCR / antigenic test of less than 48 hours 

Cancelation without a serious and valid reason (illness, etc.) is thus prohibited. This would result not only in significant costs but also would prevent a potential other candidate from attending this training. Such cancelation without valid reason would also prevent participants from attending any other Mémorial de la Shoah training courses. 
Note: with his signature and the seal of the institution, the director of the institution gives the candidate consent to participate in the seminar. The Memorial de la Shoah bears the costs of accommodation and participation in the seminar, and the candidate or the institution that sends him bears the travel costs. The Agency for Education does not bear any costs of participation of candidates in this seminar.
