Selected schools are now in the process of piloting of the Portfolio for CDC.

In the frame of the EU/CoE 2016 Joint Programme for international cooperation “Human Rights and Democracy in Action in Croatia is implemented survey.
The general objective of this survey is to examine teachers’ attitudes towards teaching civic and citizenship education according to the Curriculum and instruments for implementation of the framework of competences for democratic culture. Specific objectives are to examine teachers’ attitudes on the Curriculum, their perception of the level of competences required for teaching CDC and attitudes toward the professional development of teachers in CDC.
The data obtained show that lower-primary and upper-primary teachers integrate the cross-curricular Civic and Citizenship subject as prescribed or more (93.60% RN, 87.00% PN), while a smaller portion of teachers integrate less than prescribed (6.40% lower primary and 11.30% upper primary). In secondary schools (gymnasium and vocational) 67.35% of teachers integrate the Civic curriculum as prescribed or more and 32.65% less than prescribed. This means that we will plan more seminars and workshops for the secondary school teachers in the future.
Important data is that on the Likert scale from 1 to 5 the teachers evaluated their satisfaction with the different aspects of the curriculum as very satisfactory - thematic areas (3.74), educational outcomes (3.63), the suggested teaching methods 
Report on Teacher survey on Instruments for Implementation of the Citizenship education and Framework of Competences for Democratic Culture is added to this statement.

Module for teacher training for development of democratic culture according to Method on Simulated session of Croatian Parliament for secondary school students
Module for student education for development of democratic culture according to Method on Simulated session of Croatian Parliament for secondary school students
Selected topic for the session can be certain Act which can be interesting to students. Students in brief speech lasted two minutes explained the weaknesses of particular article of the Act and in order to make the Act more efficient suggested corrections in the form of amendments. 
The student session is broadcasted on the forth chanal of the national TV.
This activity is the most visible of all the other activities of the project because it reached almost the entire Croatian society from academic citizens to ordinary people.

Before the student session start it is explaned to the broad public why is important this kind of learning for democracy and development of democratic culture.
