After each session, students fill in evaluation questionnaires, and according to the feedback information, the programme was recognized as a worthwhile activity, vital for the development of  valuable life-skills.

Brief description (maximum 100 words) of why the practice was developed:





Some students are informed about the problem of trafficking in human beings through television program, newspaper articles and various promotional materials. The priority in Croatia is a continuous education of students from pre-schools, primary schools to higher education.


 Children and young people belong to a group which is especially exposed to the risk of victimization in the human trafficking chain. Educators in schools are obligated to give them information about the problem.


The Ministry of Science, Education and Sport and IOM provide educational materials used in instruction (brochures, books, workbooks for teachers and students, etc.).


The Educational and Teacher Training Agency educate a part of the teaching staff in all Croatian regions to enable them to assist their colleagues who have still not met this educational topic.


The non-governmental organizations take an active part in training teachers and students.





Description of where actually used (including learning environments, cities & towns, countries, etc) and approximate number of audience members reached:


Training sessions for nurses and teachers have been organized in 2007 in all regions in Croatia:


Zagreb, Rijeka, Split, Varaždin, Virovitica, Osijek for approximately 400 teachers from  100 pre-schools and  200 schools.


The educators are obligated to inform the Teachers’  Council about the issue. Schools were also asked to propose the manner of implementation of different activities directed at and preventing human trafficking and making students, teachers and parents aware of the problem.


Organizing educational seminars and support teachers in their efforts to give the topic of human trafficking the place it deserves in the educational system.





Brief description of practice (maximum 100 words):


The programme is implemented in schools either separately during teacher’s hour or cross- curricularly through regular school subjects.


The learning strategy is based on participatory teaching which  in turn is based on small groups, discussions, debates, role-play, etc. The programme demands and depends on the use of interdisciplinary skills.








How does the practice address core themes related to the goals of human rights education, citizenship education and /or education for mutual respect and understanding? (maximum 50 words)


to create a programme at the school level according to which different educational contests will be taught as parts of different educational units.


by implementing the programme in schools, we develop protection conceived as such in schools; we develop protective factors and at same time reduce the risks of victimization  (also in  pre-school education).

In what ways does the practice demonstrate a unique approach for addressing core themes of the Compendium? (maximum 100 words)


The programme objectives: definite goals, plans and programmes according to the children’s age, their risks and protection, values and attitudes, skills, the principal’s role, teachers and school staff, parents, local community.


Each pre-school or school (primary and high school) have included human rights education into the programme of their annual activities depending on the local situation.





How might the practice be adapted for use in other local and national contexts? (maximum 100 words)


The characteristics of the educational process for students are the learning and participation in individual and group study programmes, based on experience and action. This work implies many civil, social and cultural competences. They imply different learning strategies, forms and methods of educational activities.


In primary schools (grades V to VII), students developed power-point presentations about the topic with their teachers’ support. Secondary schools students staged a play for other students, parents and representatives of local authorities to highlight the problem.


The feeling of self-confidence and the promotion of fair relationships with others is the most efficient way of developing independence, tolerance, etc.
